(a) Technical Offer: It should be without prices and contain all relevant essential specifications
along with literature / brochures. Tender number, date of submission, date of opening and word
(Technical offer) should be clearly marked. The tendered Part No should be mentioned against
quoted item / offer.

Quantity

3. Quantity can be increased / decreased at the time of order as per MRF requirement without change
of financial quotations.

Offer requirement / validity
4. The quotation should be valid if it contains under mentioned information.

Delivery Period
