RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES
Engineer’s Decision ;
If a dispute of any kind whatsoever arises between the Procuring Agency

and the Contractor in connection.with the works, the matter in.dispute.. -
shall, in the first place, be referred in writing to the Engineer, with a copy -

to the other party. Such reference shall state that it is made pursuant to
this Clause. No later than the twenty eight (28) days after the day on
which he received such reference, the Engineer shall give notice of his
decision to the Procuring Agency (Superintending Engineer) and the
Contractor.

Unless the Contract has already been repudiated or terminated, the
Contractor shall, in every case, continue to proceed with the work with all
due diligence, and the Contractor and the Procuring Agency
(Superintending Engineer)shall give effect forthwith to every such
decision of the Engineer unless and until the same shall be revised, as
hereinafter provided in an arbitral award.

Notice of Dissatisfaction
