ITH Muharram due to start next week, the authorities
W have already begun annual exercises to ensure that the

mourning period — particularly the first 10 days of the
month — passes peacefully. The provincial governments have
chalked out plans to maintain peace, issuing codes of conduct, and
calling in military and paramilitary units where lequiled These
precautions are necessary due to Pakistan’s history of communal
violence, particularly the past four decades or so, which witnessed
the rise of violent sectarian groups in the country. These outfits
seek to hit ‘soft’ targets — majalis, mourning processions,
mosques etc — to widen communal fissures.

Even
sabre-rattling by US President Donald
Trump could cause financial markets
in Tokyo, Mumbai, London, and se
eral other parts of the world to cr:

blink of an cye. A potentially furious
reaction by Isracli Prime Minister
Netanyahu to_certain matters could
prompt many investors to freeze their
future economic and financial plans,
slowing the cconomy and creating
uncertainty. A few sirens in Dubai and
other Gulf could ruin all chanc
of diversifying the economy in the
region.

During the recent crisis, trillions of
dollars have already been wiped out of
global markets. Africa and many
developing countries are facing the
spectre of hunger and starvation
because of the disruption in the global
chain and supply. Working classes all
over the world are reeling under the
effects of the insanity ¢ demonstrated by
political elites sitting in the power cor-
ridors of Washington, Tel Aviv and
other parts of the world. Every now
and then, they are dependent on the
mood swings of these global leaders.

ars and conflicts in one region
and their terrible impacts in several
parts of the world located thousands or
possibly tens of thousands of miles
away have put a big question mark on

the claims that globalisation would
bring peace and prosperity to the
world. Such conflicts fly in the face of
assertions that we are interdependent
and cannot live in isolation and there-
fore states should integrate their econ-
omy with the global financial system,
join global political bodies to sort out
fssues and think globally, putting aside
their narrow national interests.

Some philosophers have  talked
about the alienation of individuals, but
if we look at the global system of our
time, we will notice that it is not only
individuals who feel alienated from
the modern system based on integra-
tion and cohesiveness, but nations all
over the world also feel completely cut
off from the decision-making that is
badly affecting them. A poor man liv-
ing in India, South Africa, Brazil,
Pakistan, Bangladesh, and several
regions of the Global South is unable
to figure out why his energy bill has
suddenly shot up, or why food prices
have skyrocketed.

This has prompted many people to
wonder whether it was a good idea to
integrate the world, putting all power
into the hands of the few, who are now
playing with the lives of billions while
enriching a tiny minority. It is very
clear that the recent conflicts have
enriched some top American and other
global companies, but the vast majori-
ly of over seven billion people of the
world find it extremely hard to make

ends meet, while working classes.
even in the advanced capitalist worl
are grappling with the insane decision-
making of "]obal leaders.

One still can't help but admit that
the globe is a single entity and that all
states are interdependent. But what
should be done if this inter-depend-

ence is threatening the lives of bil-

lions? Shouldn’t states think of
autarchy or try to become self-suffi-
cient because this reliance on global
supply and chain is ruining the health
of their economit plunyng millions
ofpcopk into pov crty besides making
remely difficult for several
uons of society?

It is true that states cannot be self-
sufficient in all aspects of national life,
but these conflicts have made it clear
that if political units want to survive,
they should at least achieve self-suffi-
ciency in food production and basic
necessities. They must mould their
economy so that they do not have to
rely on the global supply chain in the
event of a severe crisis. The technolo-
gy is developed enough that states
could produce their own food and
manufacture day-to-day items, which
greatly affect their lives and survival.

But the question is: do states have
enough money to divert investment
towards these basic items? The answer
is a simple yes. Instcad of pumping
billions ~of " dollars into defence,
weapons, and modern gadgets like

smartphones and iPhones that cannot
feed people but instead make them
addicted to screen time, states should
invest money in food production and
the manufacturing of local goods
They should ensure that basic foo
itemis and day-to-day commodities are
in abundant supply so they do not have
to depend on the global supply chain
to survive.

People should devolve power to
local authorities in all states world-
wide. It is the federal governments in
the advanced capitalist world with
immense resources that impose wars,
trigger conflicts and create death and
destruction by pumping trillions of
dollars into arms and non-productive
sectors of the economy. For context,
the American federal government has
ent over $24 trillion since 1945 for
this purpose. European central govern-
ments are also investing billions in
arms and war by cutting social spend-
ing

Think for a moment: if a local
authority in the US or the UK has bil-
lions of dollars at its disposal, would
it wreak havoc in Iraq or Iran or
would it rather recruit more teachers
to end the chronic shortage of aca-
demic staff at schools, improve hos-
pitals, build community centres,
invest in crumbling infrastructure
and carry out social housing? The
same could be said about local
authorities in Europe and elsewhere.

A tit-for-tat exchange of missiles
and other lethal weapons has created
uncertainty and given rise to concerns
that West Asia would remain vulnera-
ble in the near future. No doubt,
Israel’s incursions into Lebanon and
killing_ of Palestinians in Gaza with
uupumty provided the added trigger to
flare up the situation.
How this renewed conflagration
will shape the future events should be a
source of concern to the entire region
However, at the heart of
simple reality: military
pressure has failed to compel Iran to
abandon its long-held position on the
nuclear issue. Washington entered the
confrontation believing that a combi-
nation of military force, cconomic
sanctions and diplomatic isolation
would force Tehran to accept American
conditions. Yet the result indicates that
Iran’s core position remains largely
unchanged.
Iran continues to insist that it does
not seek nnclear weapons. It maintains
that its nuclear programme is intended
for peaceful purposes and that it has
every right under the Nuclear Non-

Proliferation Treaty (NPT) to develop
nuclear technology for civilian use.
This is essentially the same position
Tehran_defended before signing the
Joint Comprehensive Plan of Action
(JCPOA) in 2015 and the same pos
tion it holds today.

From Tehran’s perspective, assert-
ing Iran’s right to have access to
nuclear technology is sine qua non.
Tranian leaders argue that if a country
can be attacked despite remaining a
signatory to the NPT and despite
repeated declarations that it is not pur-
suing nuclear weapons, then surrender-
ing its technological resources would
only increase its vulnerability. Whether
one agrees with this logic or not, it
explains why military action has not
translated into political concessions.

The US, therefore, faces a difficult
question: What exactly has been
achieved? If the objective was to
destroy Iran’s nuclear capabilities per-
manently, the aim remains elusive. If
the objective was to force Iran to
accept stricter conditions than those in
the JCPOA, there is little evidence that
Tehran is prepared to do so. How much
President Trump can force Iran on the
nuclear issue, especially when com-
pared to the provisions of the JCPOA,
would determine the future of dialogue
on the issue.

The Strait of Hormuz is yet an addi-
tional important element shaping the

Historically, Iran exercised cons
erable restraint even during the eight-
year Iran-Iraq War. Despite consider-
able political, financial and military
support provided to Irag by several

sulf states and the US, Tehran
refrained from actions that would have
completely shut down maritime traffic
through the Strait. However, the recent
conflict revealed a more sophisticated
Iranian approach. Instead of attempting
to block shipping routes outright, Iran
relied on missiles, drones and asym-
metric capabilities to demonstrate that
it possesses the means to impose high
costs on its adversaries whenever nec-
essary.

This reality has important conse-
quences for the Gulf region. Countrics
of the Gulf Cuupcmuun Council
(GCC) have spent years pursuing sta-
bility and economic development.

Fafen Calls for Overhaul of KP
Right to Information Act

ISLAMABAD: Twelve
ears after Khyber
akhtunkhwa became

Pakistan’s first province to
enact a Right to Information
(RTI) law, the Free and Fair
Election Network (Fafen) notes
the  pioneering _framework
remains “underutilised and vul-
nerable to disinformation due
to weak enforcement and struc-
tural gaps”.

In a policy brief released
Saturday titled “From Pioneer
to Performer: Making Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa’s  Right ~ to
Information Act Work Against
Disinformation”, Fafen urgcd
the KP Assembly and provin-
cial government to launch tar-
g,lui legal and institutional
reforms to transform KP’s pio-
neering right to information
framework into an effective
mechanism for proactive dis-
closure and public accountabil-

ity. KP enacted the law after
Article 19A on the “right to
information” was added to the
Constitution through the 18th
Amendment in 201
But Fafen’s assessment of
190 provincial public bodies’
websites found a stark imple-
mentation gap: on_average,
public bodlcs proactively dis-
closed only 57 per cent of the
information the law requires
them to publish.
“Such information gaps -
ate space for speculation, mis-
representation, and disinforma-
tion bout government
actions,” the brief noted, stress-
ing that proactive, enforced and
accessible publication of offi-
cial data is the most effective
counter to false narraf
In_its policy brief, Fafen
identified three main legal
flaws and two institutional gaps
holding back the Act. It noted

that the definition of “public
body” was excluded many pri-
vate_entities and NGOs_that
receive public funds, subsidies,
tax concessions or government
contracts.

“The law mandates proac-
tive disclosure but lacks
enforcement mechanisms,
timelines, and penalties
non-compliance. Public bodies
publish information in different
formats, making data hard to
compare, use, or verify,” it
adde

The brief also pointed out
that  the, nformation
Commission lacks financial
and operational autonomy,
affecting its ability to enforce
the law.

Outrage Intensifies After

(©) will declare a firm ineligible, either indefinitely
or for a stated period of time, to be awarded a
Government-financed contract if it at any time
determines that the firm has engaged in corrupt or
fraudulent practices in competing for, or in executing, a
Government-financed contract.

34.2 Furthermore, Bidders shall be aware of the provision stated in

sub-clause 5.4 and sub-clause 24.1 of the General Conditions of

“The Services” means those services ancillary to the supply
of the Goods, such as transportation and insurance, and any
other incidental services, such as installation,
commissioning, provision of technical assistance, training,
and other such obligations of the Supplier covered under
the Contract.

“GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract
contained in this section.

“SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.

“The Procuring agency” means the organization purchasing
the Goods, as named in SCC.

“The Procuring agency’s country” is the country named in
SCC.

“The Supplier” means the individual or firm supplying the
Goods and Services under this Contract.

“The Project Site,” where applicable, means the place or
places named in SCC.

24.2 In the event the Procuring agency terminates the Contract in

Such events
may include, but are not restricted to, acts of the Procuring
agency in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires,
floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, and freight embargoes.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly
notify the Procuring agency in writing of such condition and the
cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Procuring
agency in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its
obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical,
and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance
not prevented by the Force Majeure event.

The Procuring agency may at any time terminate the Contract by
giving written notice to the Supplier if the Supplier becomes
bankrupt or otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination will
be without compensation to the Supplier, provided that such
termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or
remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the
Procuring agency.

The Procuring agency, by written notice sent to the Supplier,
may terminate the Contract, in whole or in part, at any time for
its convenience. The notice of termination shall specify that
termination is for the Procuring agency’s convenience, the extent
to which performance of the Supplier under the Contract is
terminated, and the date upon which such termination becomes
effective.

The Goods that are complete and ready for shipment within
thirty (30) days after the Supplier’s receipt of notice of
termination shall be accepted by the Procuring agency at the
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Contract terms and prices. For the remaining Goods, the
Procuring agency may elect:

(@) tohave any portion completed and delivered at the Contract

(b) to cancel the remainder and pay to the Supplier an agreed
amount for partially completed Goods and Services and for
materials and parts previously procured by the Supplier.

The Procuring agency and the Supplier shall make every effort to
resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation any
disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in
connection with the Contract.

If, after thirty (30) days from the commencement of such
informal negotiations, the Procuring agency and the Supplier
have been unable to resolve amicably a Contract dispute, either
party may require that the dispute be referred for resolution to the
formal mechanisms specified in SCC.

Part Two
Section Il consists of provisions that supplement, amend, or specify in detail
information or requirements included in Part One Section | and which are specific to
each procurement.

Matters governing the performance of the Supplier, payments under the contract, or
matters affecting the risks, rights, and obligations of the parties under the contract are not
normally included in this section, but rather under Part one Section Il, General Conditions
of Contract, and/or Part Two Section I1I, Special Conditions of Contract. If duplication of
a subject is inevitable in the other sections of the document prepared by the Procuring
agency, care must be exercised to avoid contradictions between clauses dealing with the
same matter.

Notes on the General Conditions of Contract

The General Conditions of Contract in Part One Section 1l, read in conjunction with the
Special Conditions of Contract in Part Two Section 111 and other documents listed therein,
should be a complete document expressing all the rights and obligations of the parties.

The General Conditions of Contract herein shall not be altered. Any changes and
complementary information, which may be needed, shall be introduced only through the
Special Conditions of Contract in Part Two Section I11.
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Preface

These Bidding Documents have been prepared for use by procuring agencies in the
procurement of goods through National Competitive Bidding (NCB).

In order to simplify the preparation of bidding documents for each procurement, the
Bidding Documents are grouped in two parts based on provisions which are fixed and that
which are specific for each procurement. Provisions which are intended to be used
unchanged are in Part one, which includes Section I, Instructions to Bidders, and Section I,
General Conditions of Contract. Data and provisions specific to each procurement and
contract are included in Part Two which includes Section Il, Bid Data Sheet; Section IlI,
Special Conditions of Contract; Section 1V, Schedule of Requirements; Section V, Technical
Specifications; and the forms to be used in Section I, Invitation for Bids, and Section VI,
Sample Forms.

This is Part Two and contains data and provisions specific to each procurement. Care
should be taken to check the relevance of the provisions of the Bidding Documents against
the requirements of the specific goods to be procured. The following general directions
should be observed when using the documents. In addition, each section is prepared with
notes intended only as information for the Procuring agency or the person drafting the
bidding documents. They shall not be included in the final documents, except for the notes
introducing Section VI, Forms, where the information is useful for the Bidder.

(@) Specific details, such as the “name of the Procuring agency” and “address for bid
submission,” should be furnished in the Invitation for Bids, in the Bid Data Sheet, and
in the Special Conditions of Contract. The final documents should contain neither
blank spaces nor options.

(b) Amendments, if any, to the Instructions to Bidders and to the General Conditions of
Contract should be made through the Bid Data Sheet and the Special Conditions of
Contract, respectively.

(© Footnotes or notes in italics included in the Invitation for Bids, Bid Data Sheet,
Special Conditions of Contract, and in the Schedule of Requirements are not part of
the text of the document, although they contain instructions that the Procuring agency
should strictly follow. The final document should contain no footnotes.

The Invitation for Bids provides information that enables interested bidders to decide
whether to participate. Apart from the essential items listed in the Standard Bidding
Documents (SBD), the Invitation for Bids should also indicate any important bid
evaluation criteria or qualification requirement (for example, a requirement for a minimum
level of experience in manufacturing a similar type of goods for which the Invitation for
Bids is issued) and that the bidders should give their best and final prices as no
negotiations are allowed.

The Invitation for Bids should be incorporated into the bidding documents. The
information contained in the Invitation for Bids must conform to the bidding documents
and in particular to the relevant information in the Bid Data Sheet.
