A. GENERAL
IB.1 Scope of Bid & Source of Funds
1.1  Scope of Bid

Bidders must quote for the complete scope of work. Any Bid covering partial scope of
work will be rejected as non-responsive.

1.2 Source of Funds
The Employer has arranged funds from its own sources.

IB.2 Eligible Bidders

2.1  Biddingisopento all firms and persons meeting the following requirements:

a) duly licensed by the Pakistan Engineering Council (PEC) in Category C-6 &
above.

b) duly pre-qualified/enlisted with the Employer.

IB.3 Cost of Bidding

3.1 The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid
and the Employer will in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of
the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

Amendment of Bidding Documents

At any time prior to the deadline for submission of Bids, the Employer may, for any
reason, whether at his own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a
prospective bidder, modify the Bidding Documents by issuing addendum.

Any addendum thus issued shall be part of the Bidding Documents pursuant to Sub-
Clause 6.1 hereof, and shall be communicated in writing to all purchasers of the
Bidding Documents. Prospective bidders shall acknowledge receipt of each addendum
in writing to the Employer.

To afford prospective bidders reasonable time in which to take an addendum into
account in preparing their Bids, the Employer may at its discretion extend the deadline
for submission of Bids.

C. PREPARATION OF BIDS
Language of Bid

The bid prepared by the bidder and all correspondence and documents relating to the
Bid, exchanged by the bidder and the Employer shall be written in the English
language, provided that any printed literature furnished by the bidder may be written in
another language so long as accompanied by an English translation of its pertinent
passages in which case, for purposes of interpretation of the Bid, the English
translation shall govern.

Sufficiency of Bid

Each bidder shall satisfy himself before Bidding as to the correctness and sufficiency of
his Bid and of the rates and prices entered in the Schedule of Prices, which rates and
prices shall except in so far as it is otherwise expressly provided in the Contract, cover
all his obligations under the Contract and all matters and things necessary for the
proper completion of the Works.

The bidder is advised to obtain for himself at his own cost and responsibility all
information that may be necessary for preparing the bid and entering into a Contract
for execution of the Works.

Bid Prices, Currency of Bid and Payment

The bidder shall fill up the Schedule of Prices (Schedule A to Bid) indicating the unit
rates and prices of the Works to be performed under the Contract. Prices in the
Schedule of Prices shall be entered keeping in view the instructions contained in the
Preamble to Schedule of Prices.

Unless otherwise stipulated in the Conditions of Contract, prices quoted by the bidder
shall remain fixed during the bidder’s performance of the Contract and not subject to
variation on any account.

The unit rates and prices in the Schedule of Prices shall be quoted by the bidder in the
currency as stipulated in Bidding Data.

Documents Establishing Bidder’s Eligibility and Qualifications

Pursuant to Clause 1B.8, the bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, documents
establishing the bidder’s eligibility to bid and its qualifications to perform the Contract
if its bid is accepted.

Bidder/Manufacturer must possess and provide evidence of its capability and the
experience as stipulated in Bidding Data and the Qualification Criteria stipulated in the
Bidding Documents.

Documents Establishing Works’ Conformity to Bidding Documents

The documentary evidence of the Works’ conformity to the Bidding Documents may
be in the form of literature, drawings and data and the bidder shall furnish
documentation as set out in Bidding Data.

The bidder shall note that standards for workmanship, material and equipment, and
references to brand names or catalogue numbers, if any, designated by the Employer
in the Technical Provisions are intended to be descriptive only and not restrictive.

Bid Security

Each bidder shall furnish, as part of his bid, at the option of the bidder, a Bid Security
in the amount stipulated in Bidding Data in Pak. Rupees in the form of Deposit at Call
or a Bank Guarantee issued by a Scheduled Bank in Pakistan in favour of the
Employer valid for a period up to twenty eight (28) days beyond the bid validity date.

Any bid not accompanied by an acceptable Bid Security shall be rejected by the
Employer as non-responsive.

The bid securities of unsuccessful bidders will be returned upon award of contract to
the successful bidder or on the expiry of validity of Bid Security whichever is earlier.

The Bid Security of the successful bidder will be returned when the bidder has
furnished the required Performance Security, pursuant to Clause 1B.21 and signed the
Contract Agreement, pursuant to Sub-Clauses 1B.20.2 & 20.3.

The Bid Security may be forfeited:

Validity of Bids, Format, Signing and Submission of Bid

Bids shall remain valid for the period stipulated in the Bidding Data after the date of
bid opening.

All Schedules to Bid are to be properly completed and signed.

No alteration is to be made in the Form of Bid except in filling up the blanks as
directed. If any alteration be made or if these instructions be not fully complied with,
the bid may be rejected.

Each bidder shall prepare Original and number of copies specified in the Bidding Data
of the documents comprising the bid as described in Clause IB.8 and clearly mark them
“ORIGINAL” and “COPY” as appropriate. In the event of discrepancy between them,
the original shall prevail.

The original and all copies of the bid shall be typed or written in indelible ink and shall
be signed by a person or persons duly authorized to sign (in the case of copies,
Photostats are also acceptable). This shall be indicated by submitting a written Power
of Attorney authorising the signatory of the bidder to act for and on behalf of the
bidder. All pages of the bid shall be initialed and official seal be affixed by the person
or persons signing the bid.

The Bid shall be delivered in person or sent by registered mail at the address to
Employer as given in Bidding Data.

D. SUBMISSION OF BID
Deadline for Submission, Modification & Withdrawal of Bids

Bids must be received by the Employer at the address/provided in Bidding Data not
later than the time and date stipulated therein.

Bids submitted through telegraph, telex, fax or e-mail shall not be considered.

Any bid received by the Employer after the deadline for submission prescribed in
Bidding Data will be returned unopened to such bidder.

Any bidder may modify or withdraw his bid after bid submission provided that the
modification or written notice of withdrawal is received by the Employer prior to the

Withdrawal of a bid during the interval between the deadline for submission of bids and
the expiration of the period of bid validity specified in the Form of Bid may result in
forfeiture of the Bid Security pursuant to Sub-Clause 1B.13.5(a).

E. BID OPENING AND EVALUATION
Bid Opening, Clarification and Evaluation

The Employer will open the bids, in the presence of bidders’ representatives who
choose to attend, at the time, date and location stipulated in the Bidding Data.

The bidder’s name, Bid Prices, any discount, the presence or absence of Bid Security,
and such other details as the Employer at its discretion may consider appropriate, will
be announced by the Employer at the bid opening. The Employer will record the
minutes of the bid opening. Representatives of the bidders who choose to attend shall
sign the attendance sheet.

Any Bid Price or discount which is not read out and recorded at bid opening will not
be taken into account in the evaluation of bid.

To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of Bids the
Engineer/Employer may, at its discretion, ask the bidder for a clarification of its Bid.
The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing and no change in the
price or substance of the Bid shall be sought, offered or permitted.

(@) Prior to the detailed evaluation, pursuant to Sub-Clauses 1B.16.7 to 16.9, the
Engineer/Employer will determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid to
the Bidding Documents. For purpose of these Clauses, a substantially
responsive bid is one which conforms to all the terms and conditions of the
Bidding Documents without material deviations. It will include to determine
the requirements listed in Bidding Data.

(b) Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis:

If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and total price that is obtained
by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the
total price shall be corrected. If there is a discrepancy between the words and
figures the amount in words shall prevail. If there is a discrepancy between the
Total Bid price entered in Form of Bid and the total shown in Schedule of
Prices-Summary, the amount stated in the Form of Bid will be corrected by the
Employer in accordance with the Corrected Schedule of Prices.

If the bidder does not accept the corrected amount of Bid, his Bid will be
rejected and his Bid Security forfeited.

A Bid determined as substantially non-responsive will be rejected and will not
subsequently be made responsive by the bidder by correction of the non-conformity.

Any minor informality or non-conformity or irregularity in a Bid which does not
constitute a material deviation may be waived by Employer, provided such waiver does
not prejudice or affect the relative ranking of any other bidders.

The Engineer/Employer will evaluate and compare only the bids previously determined
to be substantially responsive pursuant to Sub-Clauses 1B.16.4 to 16.6 as per
requirements given hereunder. Bids will be evaluated for complete scope of works.
The prices will be compared on the basis of the Evaluated Bid Price pursuant to Sub-
Clause 16.8 herein below.

@) Technical Evaluation

It will be examined in detail whether the Works offered by the bidder complies
with the Technical Provisions of the Bidding Documents. For this purpose, the
bidder’s data submitted with the bid in Schedule B to Bid will be compared
with technical features/criteria of the Works detailed in the Technical
Provisions. Other technical information submitted with the bid regarding the
Scope of Work will also be reviewed.

(b) Commercial Evaluation

It will be examined in detail whether the bids comply with the
commercial/contractual conditions of the Bidding Documents. It is expected
that no material deviation/stipulation shall be taken by the bidders.

Evaluated Bid Price

In evaluating the bids, the Engineer/Employer will determine for each bid in addition to
the Bid Price, the following factors (adjustments) in the manner and to the extent
indicated below to determine the Evaluated Bid Price:

Adjustment for
commercial compliance will be added to the Corrected Total Bid Prices.

(i) Price Adjustment for Deviation in Terms of Payments

Subject to Sub-Clause 1B.16.3 heretofore, no bidder shall contact Engineer/Employer
on any matter relating to its Bid from the time of the Bid opening to the time the bid
evaluation result is announced by the Employer. The evaluation result shall be
announced at least ten (10) days prior to award of Contract. The announcement to all
bidders will include table(s) comprising read out prices, discounted prices, price
adjustments made, final evaluated prices and recommendations against all the bids
evaluated.

Any effort by a bidder to influence Engineer/Employer in the Bid evaluation, Bid
comparison or Contract Award decisions may result in the rejection of his Bid.
Whereas, any bidder feeling aggrieved may lodge a written complaint not later than
fifteen (15) days after the announcement of the bid evaluation result, however, mere
fact of lodging a complaint shall not warrant suspension of procurement process.

F. AWARD OF CONTRACT
Post Qualification
The Employer, at any stage of the bid evaluation, having credible reasons for or prima
facie evidence of any defect in supplier’s or contractor’s capacities, may require the
suppliers or contractors to provide information concerning their professional, technical,

financial, legal or managerial competence whether already pre-qualified or not:

Provided that such qualification shall only be laid down after recording reasons
therefor in writing. They shall form part of the records of that bid evaluation report.

The determination will take into account the bidder’s financial and technical
capabilities. It will be based upon an examination of the documentary evidence of the
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bidders’ qualifications submitted under Clause 1B.11, as well as such other information
required in the Bidding Documents.

Subject to Sub-Clause 1B.19.2, the Employer will award the Contract to the bidder
whose bid has been determined to be substantially responsive to the Bidding
Documents and who has offered the lowest evaluated Bid Price, provided that such
bidder has been determined to be qualified to satisfactory perform the Contract in
accordance with the provisions of Clause 1B.18.

Not with standing Sub-Clause 1B.19.1, the Employer reserves the right to accept or
reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids, at any time prior to
award of Contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidders or any
obligation to inform the affected bidders of the grounds for the Employer’s action
except that the grounds for its rejection of all bids shall upon request be
communicated, to any bidder who submitted a bid, without justification of the grounds.

Notification of Award & Signing of Contract Agreement

Prior to expiration of the period of bid validity prescribed by the Employer, the
Employer will notify the successful bidder in writing (“Letter of Acceptance”) that his
bid has been accepted.

Within seven (7) days from the date of furnishing of acceptable Performance Security
under the Conditions of Contract, the Employer will send the successful bidder the
Form of Contract Agreement provided in the Bidding Documents, incorporating all
agreements between the parties.

The formal Agreement between the Employer and the successful bidder shall be
executed within seven (7) days of the receipt of Form of Contract Agreement by the
successful bidder from the Employer.

Performance Security

The successful bidder shall furnish to the Employer a Performance Security in the form
and the amount stipulated in the Conditions of Contract within a period of seven (07)
days after the receipt of Letter of Acceptance.

Failure of the successful bidder to comply with the requirements of Sub-Clauses
IB.20.2 & 20.3 or 21.1 or Clause IB.22 shall constitute sufficient grounds for the
annulment of the award and forfeiture of the Bid Security.

Integrity Pact

Definitions

In the Contract as defined below, the words and expressions defined shall have the
following meanings assigned to them, except where the context requires otherwise:

The Contract

“Contract” means the Contract Agreement and the other documents listed in the
Contract Data.

“Specifications” means the document as listed in the Contract Data, including
Employer’s requirements in respect of design to be carried out by the Contractor
(if any), and any Variation to such document.

“Drawings” means the Employer’s drawings of the Works as listed in the Contract
Data, and any Variation to such drawings.

Persons

“Employer” means the person named in the Contract Data and the legal successors
in title to this person, but not (except with the consent of the Contractor) any
assignee.

“Contractor” means the person named in the Contract Data and the legal
successors in title to this person, but not (except with the consent of the Employer)
any assignee.

“Party” means either the Employer or the Contractor.

Dates, Times and Periods

“Commencement Date” means the date fourteen (14) days after the date the
Contract comes into effect or any other date named in the Contract Data.

“Day”” means a calendar day
“Time for Completion” means the time for completing the Works as stated in the
Contract Data (or as extended under Sub-Clause 7.3), calculated from the

Commencement Date.

Money and Payments

“Cost” means all expenditure properly incurred (or to be incurred) by the
Contractor, whether on or off the Site, including overheads and similar charges but

The Contractor shall promptly submit to the Engineer/Employer all
designs prepared by him. Within fourteen (14) days of receipt the
Engineer/Employer shall notify any comments or, if the design submitted is not in
accordance with the Contract, shall reject it stating the reasons. The Contractor
shall not construct any element of the Works designed by him within fourteen (14)
days after the design has been submitted to the Engineer/Employer or which has
been rejected. Design that has been rejected shall be promptly amended and
resubmitted. The Contractor shall resubmit all designs commented on taking these
comments into account as necessary.

VARIATIONS AND CLAIMS

Right to Vary

Valuation of Claims

If the Contractor incurs Cost as a result of any of the Employer’s Risks, the
Contractor shall be entitled to the amount of such Cost. If as a result of any
Employer’s Risk, it is necessary to change the Works, this shall be dealt with as a
Variation subject to Contractor’s notification for intention of claim to the
Engineer/Employer within fourteen (14) days of the occurrence of cause.

Variation and Claim Procedure

The Contractor shall submit to the Engineer/Employer an itemised make-up of the
value of variations and claims within twenty eight (28) days of the instruction or of
the event giving rise to the claim. The Engineer/Employer shall check and if
possible agree the value. In the absence of agreement, the Employer shall
determine the value.

CONTRACT PRICE AND PAYMENT

The amount due to the Contractor under any Interim Payment Certificate

If the Employer fails to pay in accordance with the Contract, or is, despite a
written complaint, in breach of the Contract, the Contractor may give notice
referring to this Sub-Clause and stating the default. If the default is not remedied
within fourteen (14) days after the Employer’s receipt of this notice, the Contractor
may suspend the execution of all or parts of the Works.

RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES

Engineer’s Decision

If a dispute of any kind whatsoever arises between the Employer and the
Contractor in connection with the Works, the matter in dispute shall, in the first
place, be referred in writing to the Engineer, with a copy to the other party. Such
reference shall state that it is made pursuant to this Clause. No later than the
twenty eight (28) days after the day on which he received such reference, the
Engineer shall give notice of his decision to the Employer and the Contractor.

INTEGRITY PACT

violated or involved in violation of the Integrity Pact signed by the Contractor as
Schedule-F to his Bid, then the Employer shall be entitled to:

(a) recover from the Contractor an amount equivalent to ten times the sum of any
commission, gratification, bribe, finder’s fee or kickback given by the Contractor
or any of his Sub-Contractors, agents or servants;

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SPECIFICATIONS
[Note for Preparing the Specifications

A set of precise and clear specifications is a prerequisite for bidders to respond realistically and
competitively to the requirements of the user without qualifying their Bids. The specifications
must be drafted to permit the widest possible competition and, at the same time, present a
clear statement of the required standards of workmanship, materials, performance of the
works. Only if this is done objectives of economy, efficiency, and fairness in procurement will
be realized and responsiveness of Bids can be ensured, and the subsequent task of bid
evaluation can be facilitated. The specifications should require that materials to be
incorporated in the works be new, unused, and of the most recent or current models, and
incorporated all recent improvements in design and materials unless provided for otherwise in
the contract.

Samples of specifications from similar te previous procurements are useful in this respect. The
use of metric units is encouraged. Depending on the complexity of the works and the
repetitiveness of the type of procurement, it may be advantageous to standardize the Technical
Specifications that should cover all classes of workmanship, materials and equipment although
not necessarily to be used in a particular procurement.

Care must be taken in drafting specifications to ensure that they are not restrictive. In the
specification of standards for equipment, materials, and workmanship, recognized international
standards should be used as much as possible.

Welding shall be continuous along entire line of Contact, except where spot
welding is indicated on the drawings or so authorized.
