36.2 Where the Bid price is considered to be abnormall y low,  

the Procuring  Agency shall perform  price analysis either 

during  determination  of Most Advantageous Bid or as a 

part of the  post-qualification  process.

(d) The Procuring Agency shall not incur any liability 

solely by rejecting abnormall y Bid; and 
 

 

(e) An abnormall y low Bid means, in the ligh t of the 

Procuring  Agencyõs estimate and of all the Bids 

submitted,  the Bid appears to be abnormally  low  by not 

providin g a margin for normal levels of profit.  
 

 

Guidance for Procuring Agency: 

In order to identif y the Abnormall y Low Bid (ALB) 

followin g approaches can be considered to minimize  the 

scope of subjectivity:  
 

 

(i) Comparing  the bid  price with  the cost estimate; 

(ii)  Comparing  the bid  price with  the bids offered by 

other bidders submitting  substantially  responsive bids; 

and 

(iii)  Comparing  the bid  price with  prices paid in 

similar  contracts in the recent past either government - 

or development  partner -funded.  
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36.3 The Procuring Agency wil l determin e to it s satisfaction 

whether the Bidder that is selected as having submitted  

the most  advantageous Bid is qualified to perfor m the 

contract  satisfactorily,  in  accordance  with  the  criteria  

listed in ITB 13.3. 

36.4 The determinatio n wil l take into account the Bidderõs 

financial , technical, and productio n capabilities. It will 

be based upon an examination of the documentary  

evidence of the Bidderõs qualifications  submitted  by the 

Bidder , pursuant to ITB 13.3, as wel l as such other 

information  as the Procuring  Agency deems necessary 

and appropriate.  Factors not included in these Bidding  

Documents shall not be used in the evaluation of the 

Biddersõ qualifications.  

36.5 Procuring Agency may seek òCertificate for  

Independent Price Determinationó from  the Bidder  and 

the results of reference checks may be used in 

determining  award of contract. 

Explanation : The Certificat e shall be furnished by the 

bidder . The bidder shall certify that the price is 

determined keeping in view of all the essential aspects 

such as raw material, its processing, value addition,  

optimization  of resources due to economy of scale, 

transportation , insurance and margin of profit etc. 

36.6 An  affirmative  determination  will  be a prerequisite for  

award of the contract to the Bidder . A negative 

determinatio n wil l result in rejection of the Bidderõs Bid, 

in whic h event the Procuring Agency wil l proceed to the 

next ranked bidder to make a similar determinatio n of 

that Bidderõs capabilities to perform  satisfactorily.

(e) deliver y arrangements; 

(f) the methodology for provisio n of related services; 

or 

(g) clarifyin g details that were not apparent or could 

not be finalize d at the tim e of Bidding;  

38.2 Where negotiation  fails to result into  an agreement, the 

Procuring Agency may inv ite the next ranked Bidder for 

negotiations. Where negotiations are commenced with 

the next ranked Bidder, the Procuring Agency shall not 

reopen earlier negotiations. 

39. Procuring 
Agencyõs Right  to 
to  reject All  Bids 

39.1 Notwithstandin g ITB 37, the Procuring  Agency reserves 

the righ t to reject all the bids, and to annul the Bidd ing 

process at  any time prior  to award of contract, without  

thereby incurrin g  any liabilit y to the affected Bidder or 

Bidders. However , the  Authorit y (i.e. PPRA)  may  call 

from the  Procuring  Agency  the  justification  of  those 

grounds. 

39.2 Notic e of the rejection of all Bids shall be given promptly  

to all Bidders that have submitted Bids. 

39.3 The Procuring Agency shall upon request communicate 

to any Bidder the ground s for it s rejection of it s Bids, but 

is not required to justif y those grounds.

41.3 The notificatio n of award wil l constitut e the formatio n of 

the Contract,   subject   to   the   Bidder   furnishin g   the 

Performance Security (or guarantee) in accordance with  

IT B 43 and signing of the contract in accordance wit h ITB 

42.2. 

41.4 Upon  the  successful  Bidderõs   furnishin g   of   the 

performance security (or guarantee) pursuant  to ITB  43, 

the Procuring    Agency    wil l    promptl y    notif y    each 

unsuccessful Bidder, the name of the successful Bidder  

and  the Contract amount and wil l discharge  the  Bid 

Security  or   Bid Securing Declaration  of  the  Bidders 

pursuant to IT B 18.7.
