SCOPE OF WORK

The contractor has to drill 8" diameter 400 feet deep hole at designated location. ]
SSGC’s engineer will inspect the drilling & approve it. i
This will be followed by lowering of 6" diameter PVC pipe (non-metallic casing) of wall
thickness (CLASS D AS PER BS$3505) in to the bored hole 150 from ground level. The
contractor will then be required to assemble the anodes at specified anode to anode distance |
and lower eight number of anodes in the hole ensuring that the anodes of size: 1.5" x 347
{Shall be confirmed from user department prior to fabrication of centralizer frames(drawing |
attached)) are located at a minimum distance of 5° feet from each other by providing pipe |
assembly / separators and leaving 5' feet distance at the bottom of the hole. The contractor
shall ensure that anodes are centrally located in the drilled hole by using shilling wire (16mm, |
Material Grade SS304) on which anodes are tied. i
Once the lowering of PVC casing and anodes is completed, sufficient quantity approximately |
1000 Kg of coke breeze will be poured / pumped after making a slurry which shall be prepared |
on site in presence of the CC team into the well to cover the anode level (upto 961t from the
bottom level).

Each cable lead of set of 8 anodes has to be brought separately to the surface and terminated in
a metallic junction box of standard quality in Holding Cage (To be provided by the
contractor). No splicing shall be done inside the bore hole.

The installation of Junction Box for anodes cables and its grouting will be responsibility of the
contractor. (Location of Junction Box will be decided by site engineer of according 1o site |

Additional 1.5" diameter PVC pipe of wall thickness (CLASS D AS PER BS3505) should be
installed all along the length of ground bed (from ground level to the end of bored hole) to act
as a vent during operation of ground bed. The vent pipe shall be slotted (equally distant slots

at every 06 inch on all sides) & wrapped with geotextile cloth to avoid choking. |

Prior to lowering of the anodes. proper joining / splicing of the anodes cables should be made |
on the ground with separate cables of all 08 Anodes including installation of centralizer
[rames on anodes and te clipping of cables before lowering begins and the nylon rope of Y4
diameter.

Contractor 1o ensure the stability of the bore hole by using the Bentonite and other drilling |
chemicals. to ensure lowest anode is lowered to depth 100 Ft below water level or 345 Ft. as |
per instructions of site Incharge. In case the bore collapses. contractor will have to drill the
bore to required depth at his cost. to ensure that the first anode is lowered 10 a depth of 345
feet or 100 Ft. below water level.

The Bidder shall furnish a Performance Bond strictly in the form of a bank guarantee
issued by a scheduled commercial bank operating in Karachi for an amount equivalent to
five (5%) percent of the Contract value. Failure to furnish the Performance Bond before
execution of the Contract will entitle the Company to consider the Bidder as having
abandoned the Contract and to forfeit the Bid Bond. The performance Bond shall remain
valid up to six (06) months after satisfactory completion of the job.

The Company’s right to recover damages from the Bidder for breach of Contract shall
not be limited to the value of the Performance Bond. In the event of the Bidder failing to
execute a formal Contract or to submit the Performance Bond in the manner aforesaid
and in the period specified, the Company shall be entitled to appropriate the eamest
money submitted by the Bidder with his tender without prejudice to its right to claim any
further loss or damag;. which may result to it by reason of the aforesaid default of the
bidder as if Contract is actually executed for the purpose of such claims.

other party.

The completion period of the said work shall start with effect from the issuance of Letter to Proceed, which
in case of work exigencies could be issued prior to signing of formal agreement.

In case of services and works tenders:
Bids determined to be substantially responsive will be checked by the Procuring Agency for an arithmetic
error, Errors will be corrected by the Procuring Agency as follows;

a. Where there is a discrepancy between the amounts in figures and in words, the amount in words will
govern ; and

b. Where there is a discrepancy between the unit rate and the line item total resulting from multiplying the
unit rate by the quantity, the unit rates as quoted will govern, unless in the opinion of the Procuring
Agency there is an obviously gross misplacement of the decimal point in the unit rate, in which case the
line item total as quoted will govern and the unit rate will be corrected.

The bidder shall fill in rates and prices for all items of the works / services described in the BOQ. Item
against which no rate or price is entered by a bidder will not be paid for by the Procuring Agency when
executed and shall be deemed covered by rates and prices for other items in the BOQ. Any Bidder who
change / amend the BOQ or Price Schedule (description, Quantity, UOM etc.) will render the bid as
conditional bid and will be liable for rejection.

Method For Submission of Bid Bond (Under Single Stage Two Envelope Bidding Procedure):
In case of Single Stage Two Envelope Tenders the fixed bid bond as per clause#09 of General Terms &

Conditions to be placed in the Technical Proposal. However, if the bid bond is placed in the financial
proposal will also be considered. Without submission of bid bond (either in Technical proposal or financial
proposal) the bid will be rejected.

Bid bond submission (2%) of the bid amount as mentioned in the clause 9 of General Terms & Conditions, to
be treated as null & void, however other contents of clause 9 will remain unchanged. The submission of fixed
amount of Bid security is appearing in the Schedule of Requirement/Bid Form.

¢) The word lowest bidder or the lowest evaluated bid has been substituted to read as most advantageous bid.

11- Bid shall remain valid for acceptance for period of (120) days from the date of public opening of the bids &
Bid Bond validity is for 150 days.

12- In case the local agent requires to offer bid form mare than one Principal / Manufacturer, it is mandatory to
purchase separate tender document for each Principal / Manufacturer, failing which the bid submitted with

13- Blacklisting Mechanism of Suppliers and Contractors and their Local Agent:

Black listing mechanism is attached separately in the tender documents which will become an integral part of
Tender Documents and now be followed / enforced in true letter & sprit and supersede the Black listing
terms as mentioned in the General Terms & Conditions.

14- Original counter slip of token which is issued with tender document to be attached on the TOP of envelope at
the time of bid submission" _

15- The Successful Contractor(s) / Supplier(s) / Consultant(s) shall submit a copy of Professional Tax Certificate
with their Invoices / Bills failing which the payment will not be released.

16- Contracts of Contractors .
In the event the contractor is not willing to extend the CONTRACT for further term(s) / Period(s) under the
same terms & conditions and the quoted price as defined in the bid documents, the contractor is liable to
intimate in writing to SSGC at-least 3 (Three) months in advance prior to completion of the existing contract
term / period, failing which, action will be taken as per tender terms.

17- Insurance .
In addition to the Clause 22 —Insurance, of General Term and Condition, when The Successful
Contractor(s) / Supplier(s) will submit Insurance Policy to SSGC, the Insurance Company (policy issuer)
should be registered with SECP, otherwise the insurance policy will not be considered / rejected at
contractor’s risk and cost. The insurance coverage period will be according to the work completion period as
mentioned in the contract / tender documents.

18- Fixed Bid Security - Alternative Bid

A bidder cannot submit two bids/offers with a single fixed bid security/pay order. However, the alternative
bids/offers with separate fixed bid security/pay order can be accepted, failing which the bids will be liable for

rejection.
19- Bid Bond & PBG (Performance Bank Guarantee) for Proprietary Tenders

In case of proprietary Tenders, the Bid Bond & Performance Bank Guarantee (PBG) are not required /
Applicable. .

20- SSGC will not pay invoices if they are turned in after 6 months of work completion / material delivered.

21- It is mandatory for the bidders to follow all the terms and conditions given in the tender documents without any
addition / deletion / amendrnent and submit the bid accordingly. Therefore, in this context, the bidders are
requested not to give their own terms and conditions as it tantamount towards the conditional bid. Otherwise
their terms and conditions will not be considered and the Purchase Order / Contract will be awarded based on
only as per SSGC tender terms and conditions.

22- The bidders/contractors are required to provide their only one Bank Account number (IBAN number) on the
‘FORM-X" attached duly signed & stamped as one time information, which shall be firm (not changeable) for
all the future payment transactions.

23- Payment:

The supplier after delivery of goods and its acceptance shall submit invoice to Finance Department of the
Company, containing following information i.e.
