2. Introduction

2.1  The Procuring Agency named in the Data Sheet intends to
select a Consultant from those listed in the Letter of
Invitation, in accordance with the“method of selection
specified in the Data Sheet. The eligible Consultants are
invited to submit a Technical Proposal and a Financial
Proposal, or a Technical Pioposal only, as specified in the
Data Sheet, for consufting services required for the
assignment named in the Data Sheet. The Proposal will be
the basis for ncgotiating and ultimately signing the
Contract with the selected Consultant.

2.2 The Consuitants should familiarize themselves with the
local conditions and take them into account in preparing
their -Proposals, including attending a pre-proposal
conterence if one is specified in the Data Sheet. Attending
arty such pre-proposal conference is optional and is at the
Consultants’ expense.

2.3+ The Procuring Agency will timely provide, at no cost to

the Consultants, the inputs, relevant project data, and
reports required for the preparation of the Consultant’s
Proposal as specified in the Data Sheet.

3. Conflict A%

Interest

3.1 The Consultant is required to provide professional, objective,
and impartial advice, at all times holding the Procuring
Agency’s interests paramount, strictly avoiding conflicts with
ofhex_assignments or its own corporate interests, and acting
withot any consideration for future work.

3.2 The Consultant has an obligation to disclose to the Procuring
cy any situation of actual or potential conflict that
pacts its capacity to serve the best interest of its Procuring
gency. Failure to disclose such situations may lead to the
disqualification of the Consultant or the termination of its

Contract and/or sanctions by the Authority.

Conflict between consulting activities and procurement

Relationship_with the Procuring Agency’s staff: a
Consultant (including its Experts and Sub-consultants)
that has a close business or family relationship with a
professional staff of the Procuring Agency, or of a
recipient of a part of the financing in case the project is
financed by some financing institution) who are directly
or indirectly involved in any part of (i) the preparation
of the Terms of Reference for the assignment, (ii) the
selection process for the Contract, or (iii) the
supervision of the Contract, may not be awarded a
Contract, unless the conflict stemming from this
relationship has been resolved in a manner acceptable to
the Authority throughout the selection process and the
execution of the Contract.

4.1 Faimess and transparency in the selection process require that
Z Consultants or their Affiliates competing for a specific
assignment do not derive a competitive advantage from
having provided consulting services related to the assignment

in question. To that end, the Procuring Agency shall indicate

5. Corrupt and
Fraudulent
Practices

5.1 The Authority requires compliance with its Regulatory
Framework in regard to corrupt and fraudulent practices as set
forth in Section 6.

52 1In further pursuance of this Regulatory Framework,
Consultants shall permit and shall cause their agents (where
