The Procuring Agency (PA), as indicated in the Bids Data Sheet

(d) is not the subject of legal proceedings for any of the matters
mentioned in sub-rule (c);

(e) has fulfilled or has made substantial arrangements satisfactory
to the relevant authorities, to fulfill its obligations to pay taxes
and social security and other contributions of its employees;
and

(f) has not, or in the case of a company, its owners and beneficial
owners, directors or officers have not, been convicted of a
criminal offence related to:

(i) its professional conduct; or

(ii) a bidder (or, in the case of a company, its key individuals
such as owners, beneficial owners, directors, or officers) must
not have engaged in any prohibited practice, such as fraud,
corruption, collusion, or coercion, within the time period
stated in the bidding documents, which can be up to three



years before the start of the procurement process.
Additionally, the bidder must not have been debarred (i.e.,
banned) from participating in public procurement processes
in Pakistan or by any international organization or country.
If they have, they are ineligible to participate in the current
bidding.
(2) The procuring agency may require a bidder participating in
the procurement process to provide the prescribed documentary
evidence or other information to satisfy itself that the bidder is
qualified in accordance with the criteria in sub-clause (1).

(3) A procuring agency shall set out in the bidding document all
the criteria for qualification to be applied in accordance with sub-
clause (1).

(4)  Except as permitted under the Ordinance, Rules and
Regulations, the procuring agency shall not establish a criterion for
eligibility of a bidder that:

(a) discriminates against or among a bidder or against categories
of bidders; or
(b) is not required for the performance of the procurement
contract; or
(c) is not related to the avoidance or management of legal,
reputational or economic risk to the procuring agency unless
it is in the national interest to do so, and the criteria is set out
in the bidding documents.
@) A procuring agency shall assess the eligibility of a bidder for
participation in the procurement process against the criteria for
qualification under sub-clause (1).

(6) In the case of a joint venture, consortium, or association, all
members shall be jointly and severely liable for the execution of the
contract in accordance with the terms and conditions of the contract.
The joint venture, consortium, or association shall nominate a lead
member as nominated in the BDS, who shall have the Authority to
conduct all business for and on behalf of any and all the members of
Joint venture, consortium, or association during the bidding process,
and in case of award of contract, during the execution of the contract.

(7) The appointment of the lead Member in the joint venture,
consortium, or association shall be confirmed by submission of valid
power of Attorney to the procuring agency.

(8) Subject to the limits specified in the BDS, the procuring

the (CEO MEPCO) shall be provided by the contractor before
signing of contract agreement

GCC 28

Payment terms:

e Monthly payments will be made to vendor against verified
invoices by concerned DDO submitted along with daily log
books signed by concerned MEPCO officers.

e No advance shall be made.

e Applicable taxes / dues shall be deducted as per
government rules (Federal, Provincial & District
Government)

e Monthly invoices generated by the outsourced company /
vendor shall be verified by the concerned officer using the
vehicle at the location where the vehicles are deployed and
duly verified and approved by the respective DDO.
Thereafter, the bills shall be submitted to Director
(Transport), who shall forward a consolidated bill to
Finance Directorate for pre-audit and payment.




GCC 29 Identifying Defects:
The procuring agency reserves the right at any time to inspect the
premises of the contractor to inspect arrangements for the services
and monitor the services being provided.

GCC 31 Guidance for Dispute Resolution:

i. If any dispute of any kind whatsoever shall arise between the
procuring agency and the contractor in connection with or
arising out of the Contract, including without prejudice to
the generality of foregoing, any question regarding its
existence, validity, termination and the execution of the
Contract - whether during developing phase or after their
completion and whether before or after the termination,
abandonment or breach of the Contract - the parties shall
seek to resolve any such dispute or difference by mutual
diligent negotiations in good faith within 14 (fourteen) days




following a notice sent by one Party to the other Party in this
regard.

ii. At future of negotiation the dispute shall be resolved
through mediation and mediator shall be appointed with the
mutual consent of the both parties.

iii. At the event of failure of mediation to resolve the dispute
relating to this contract such dispute shall finally be resolved
through binding Arbitration by sole arbitrator in accordance
with Arbitration Act 1940. The arbitrator shall be appointed
by mutual consent of the both parties. The Arbitration shall
take place in Multan, Pakistan and proceedings will be
conducted in English language.

iv. The cost of the mediation and arbitration shall be shared by
the parties in equal proportion, however, the both parties
shall bear their own costs and lawyer’s fees regarding their
own participation in the mediation and arbitration.
However, the Arbitrator may make an award of costs upon
the conclusion of the arbitration making any party to the
dispute liable to pay the costs of another party to the dispute.

v. Arbitration proceedings as mentioned in the above clause
regarding resolution of disputes may be commenced prior
to, during or after completion of the contract.

Notwithstanding any reference to the arbitration herein, the
parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations
under the Contract unless they otherwise agree that the
Authority shall pay the contractor any monies due to the
Contractor.

Arbitrator’s fee:
The fee shall be specified in Pak Rupees, as determined by the
Arbitrator, which shall be shared equally by both parties.

Appointing Authority for Arbitrator:

By the Mutual Consent or in accordance with the provisions of
Arbitration Act, 1940, in case the parties fail to reach a consensus
on the name of sole arbitrator, any party may submit an
application to the Lahore High Court Bench Multan for
appointment of sole arbitrator. The Lahore High Court Bench
Multan may appoint a former judge of any High Court or
Supreme Court as the sole arbitrator to resolve the dispute
between the parties.

Rules of procedure for arbitration proceedings:




Any dispute between the Authority and a contractor who is a
national of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan arising in connection
with the present Contract shall be referred to adjudication or
arbitration in accordance with the laws of the Islamic Republic
of Pakistan including Arbitration Act 1940, however, above
provision shall prevail in referring the case to the Arbitrator.

Place of Arbitration and Award:
The arbitration shall be conducted in English language and place

of arbitration shall be at Multan. The award of the arbitrator
shall be final and shall be binding on the parties.
